· Every citation should correspond to a complete bibliography entry that includes all the necessary information, such as author names, publication year, title, source/journal name, page numbers and either the publisher or DOI. When organizing references, it may be helpful to add notes identifying the type of source (e.g. 'Book' or 'Journal Article') for easier categorization.
